PUBLICITY:  advertise in Winchester Star (under community pg); get 
info to preschool & around church; put flyers on community bulletin boards where available (food stores, Wal-mart, etc) 
SIGNS:  create signs,* & get balloons for posting along areas of roads leading to APR Campus (festival); will also be responsible 
for installation 
FOOD:  get helpers for planning/preparing, set up, serving & collecting money. 
CRAFTS:  plan 2-4 activities for kids to make & take: organize supplies* and have ready for set up on day of festival; also responsi-
ble for getting helpers “to man” each craft 
GAMES: responsible for putting together 3-5 games* for “kid fun,” & getting helpers “to man” each 
FACE PAINTING:  responsible for “manning” this activity & for recruiting helpers; come up with 2-5 examples of possible paint-ons; 
will need to get supplies* 
GOODY BAGS:  responsible for getting the bags,* decorating them and including goodies inside; will also put  tickets in bag for 
face painting and craft activities; a flyer with our church name, address as an invitation of welcome…these bags are given to each 
child attending the festival 
PRIZES:  responsible for having an assortment of items* for giving out at the events  
SET-UP:  responsible for getting helpers needed to make sure table/s are available; set up welcome area; unpack needed supplies; 
recruit helpers 
CLEAN-UP:  responsible for getting helpers to break down activities; pack up; put away 
BOUNCE HOUSE:  responsible for “manning” the ins & outs of kids and their safety at all times & getting helpers on a schedule to 
do this 
WELCOME STATION:  responsible for getting helpers to give out the goody bags as kids/families arrive 
 
*  Many of the signs, games, supplies, etc. are already at the church.  Check with Jennifer or Kathy before you 
purchase anything to be sure we use up what we already have.   You will be reimbursed if you need to make a 
purchase for one of these areas.
